Malayalam Classroom Activities — Grades 6 - 8

Various activities are conducted in the class to improve the four basic skills of
Reading, Writing, Listening and Speaking of the students.

DEBATE

A reasoned debate allows students to explore and gain understanding of
alternative viewpoints and, for the participants, develops communication,
critical thinking and argumentation skills. The use of debate as a teaching
approach is clear for those subjects where it is a relatively common part of the
working environment. Above all, a way for class room activity, those who hold
opposing views to discuss controversial issues without descending to insult,
emotional appeals or personal bias.




OPEN DISCUSSION

The classroom becomes the platform for an open discussion which gives the
students opportunities to voice out their opinions and thoughts. There are no
formal rules for an open discussion but class modesty is maintained as the
facilitator in the classroom allows only one child to speak at a time.

The aim of session should be to generate the most ideas possible within a
specific period of time. An effective session will last anywhere from 15 to 45
minutes, and 30 minutes .

ONE MINUTE SPEECH (JAM)

This exercise will be set as part of studying public speaking skills. Also
developing pronunciation, vocabulary and confidence. Then the student
directly experience the power of masterfully crafted language.

This individual activity ensures precise enunciation of words and uniqueness.
The students gain confidence to face a public platform through this activity.




READING

Learning how to read is one of the most important things a learner in his/her
childhood itself. That’s because everything from vocabulary growth to
performance across all major subjects at school is linked to reading ability. The
Phonics Method teaches children to pair sounds with letters and blend them
together to master the skill of decoding.

Reading is a process carried out in brain, where you look at symbols on a page,

and your mind sees the patterns of characters and understands the meaning in
them.
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FLIP CLASS

Flipped teaching is the process of moving lecture content from face-to-face class
time to before class by assigning it as homework. This allows for more
interactive forms of learning to take place during class. Flipped teaching often
involves students watching lecture videos as homework.

Now Flip teaching or a flipped classroom is accomplished as blended
learning in which students learn new content online by watching video lectures,
with teachers offering more personalized guidance and interaction with
students, instead of lecturing.Here the teacher takes the role of an archetypal
facilitator to ensure that the learners are gaining knowledge according to the
curriculum requirements.

TRADITIONAL FLIPPED
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ROLE PLAY /SKIT

Role play is an excellent tool for engaging students and allowing them to
interact with their peers as they try to complete the task assigned to them in
their specific role. Students are more engaged as they try to respond to the
material from the perspective of their character.

The students learn the art of acting through role play and skit. They learn to
express themselves in a dramatic fashion. The students learn the importance of
plot, characterization, setting, dialogue, climax and ending of a story. Right
from the beginning till the end of the activity, the teacher remains a facilitator
which gives the student to display their ultimate creativity with language and
enactment.
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SELF STUDY

The students get a chance to evaluate the lesson on their own and research
about the author. The learners become the facilitators in this mode of learning.
The teaching process is made interesting by the students presenting the lesson
using ICT and other teaching aids.
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
